AIRBEA – JOURNALS  
Various units of AIRBEA used to publish journals / bulletins periodically; e.g., Bulletin and then Vigil from Bombay, Voice from Calcutta (1st issue was published in November 1949) Spark from New Delhi, Flame from Madras, Bullet from Thiruvananthapuram, Vani from Hyderabad. Many continued for years and served very useful organizational purpose. These carry in their pages traces of history, the activities of the Association, the needs of the members and Association’s efforts to get those clinched from the Bank, the accounts of struggles in RBI and elsewhere etc. However, the publications which were regular in the earlier days, gradually became irregular and some went out of circulation, appearing rarely, only on special occasions.

Realising the importance of a trade union journal as an organizer and a common bond, the AIRBEA decided to give VOICE of RBEA, Kolkata a regular shape and make it an all-India platform. Of late 3 issues of VOICE were published in 1913, 4 issues in 2014 and 1 issue in January 2015, which contain many important materials on RBI’s internal matters, developments in Banking Industry and dissertations on socio-economic issues relevant to RBI employees.
